Legal Committee: William Whelan will pay his dues, and he requests a slip. The 
money will come through his lawyer. A motion was made by 
George Petersen that ~f the check is received in time and 
the lien is satisfied, we will accept his boat mooring 
reservation.

New Business: Thsre'll be a work weekend in May to paint the Pool dock and clean 
beaches. There will be a separate Clubhouse Work Weekend.
