_ Mr. Darcy asked if any provision could be made for turning around
of cars behind the pool. The Assoc, owns a 33 ft. road but rock and

dirt prevent widening. Mr. Lowry suggested that we tell people to take
the fill dirt.

A letter from the Fourth of July Committee was read. Flares
will be available for those members who may wish to purchase them.
Mrs. Lowry suggested that the older children be asked to help dispose of

flares,.

A guestion was asked as to the ownership of Bonaparte Point Road

and Bonaparte Point Beach, Both are still in the hands of the Land Co.
